standards and practices. e.gBS6891:2015 and EN1949

ω Storage & use of Cylinders
ς This includes guidance and limitations to the use both indoors and out 

when used at an event or when used at an event premises, such as the 
Excel arena

ω Appliances
ς To be CE marked and incorporating safety devices, i.e

Thermocouple/Flame supervision devices

ω Gas pressure regulation
ς Alignment with British standards BS6891:2015 - Over Pressure Safety 

systems on all applications over 1.5kg/h when used in a piped system.
